2011 DUPAGE ULTIMATE SOFTBALL TOURNAMENT

1. GENERAL

a. The ‘DUST’ Tournament is a girl’s fast pitch softball tournament. This tournament is also an ASA Northern National Qualifier for 2012. All teams must be ASA registered to enter and accept the Qualifier bid. Player’s maximum attained age allowed is either 12 (12U Division), 14 (14U Division), 16 (16U Division), 18 (18U Division).

Attained age is a player’s age on 12/31/11
b. The tournament will follow ASA rules unless in conflict with the tournament home rules. 
c. Anyone participating in the tournament, including but not limited to, managers, coaches, players, umpires, officials and spectators are responsible for their behavior. Any conduct deemed inappropriate will cause the offending individual to be required to leave the park for the rest of the tournament.

d. Check in time is 45 minutes prior to your first game at Tournament Central located between Field 1 and 2.

Armstrong Park http://www.csparks.org/index.php/parks-facilities/park-trail-map     location 2.  All teams will have to check in at Armstrong Park 45 min. prior to start of first game.
Other parks may be used for this tournament on the map will be Pleasant Hill Center; Pleasant Hill South and Kent Park.

Please bring your completed ASA roster sheet and have a photocopy of your certificate of insurance. Valid proof of birth date will be checked. If valid proof of birth date cannot be provided at check-in, the player will not be allowed to play in this tournament. If the team uses a player not checked in, the team forfeits all games and is removed from the tournament.

e. No warm ups on the infields. There is plenty of space to warm up on the sides of fields at Armstrong for pre-game warm-ups.

f. Forfeit time is game time unless a team is involved in another ‘DUST’ game. – both teams must be ready to play 20min prior to start of game to keep things moving.
g. NO PROTESTS. Umpire’s decisions are final.
h. All Carol Stream Park District rules will be enforced. No smoking or use of any tobacco products will be allowed on the ball fields, including the team benches and coaching boxes.

i. The decisions of the tournament directors or designates are final. The directors or designates may change these rules due to extenuating circumstances, including, but not limited to weather, laws etc.

j. The first and second place team in each division team will receive a team and individual awards.  Each age division champion will receive a conditional bid and to the 2011 ASA Northern Nationals.

The team roster size is limited to 18 (eighteen) players. A player may only play in one (1) age division and may be listed on only one (1) roster. A player/team that violates this rule is considered not checked in and is subject to the applicable penalties.

l. All bats and helmets must comply with ASA.

In case of inclement weather, it is the head coach’s responsibility to maintain contact with the Tournament.  Pool play and Bracket play may be changed at the tournament directors discretion due to inclement weather.  This will be emailed as well as on the Website.

If the tournament is rained out a $75.00 admin fee will be deducted and all other money will be returned
1 game per team constitutes a tournament.
2. TOURNAMENT HOME RULES (Pool Play)

a. Pool play is drop dead at 1 hour 15 minutes the first pitch will determine the start of the game, with the score reverting to the last completed inning unless the home team is ahead.  If the home team is ahead the score at termination of play is the final score of the game. Pool play games can end in a tie. If an umpire determines a team is intentionally delaying the game, time may be added to the “clock” at the umpire’s discretion. The “clock” is stopped during severe injury time outs.

b. The slaughter rule is 12 runs after 3 innings, 10 runs after 4 innings and 8 runs after 5 innings. If the home team is ahead then they do not have to bat/complete the at bat in the applicable inning.

c. Throwing the bat is prohibited. The team will receive a warning the first time one of their batters throw a bat during a game. All subsequent throwing by that team will result in the batter being called out. Any bat throwing in the umpire’s judgment deemed intentional will result in ejection of the offending player.

d. All players are to avoid contact. Any contact greater than incidental, in the umpire’s judgment, will result in ejection from the game. Intentional or flagrant contact, in the umpire’s judgment, will result in ejection from the game.

e. Pitching distance at 12u and 14u will be at 40 feet and pitching distance for 16u and 18u will be 43 feet in accordance to ASA guidelines for the 2011-12 season.
f. A coin toss before each pool game determines the home team.

g. Each team will keep score, verifying each half-inning with their opponent. The home team, with umpire verification, is the official scorebook. The umpire will fill out a card with the score and turn it in to Tournament Central (Armstrong Park).
3. TOURNAMENT HOME RULES (Championship Bracket play)

a. Bracket seeding is determined by number of team’s at age level
    If a 4 team pool - Winner of the 1st two games will play to determine 1st or 2nd in pool, Losers of 1st two games will play to determine 3rd or 4th in pool.  If 3 team pool – each team will play each other to determine place in pool. 1) Head to Head; 2) Runs Allowed; 3) Runs Scored; 4)Coin Toss 
b. All rules are the same as Pool Play Home rules except as listed in Section 3.

c. For all bracket games, except the championship games, no new inning may start after 1 hour and 15 minutes, complete the inning except the game cannot end in a tie. If the game is tied, additional complete innings shall be played as “extra innings” until a winner is determined using the “international tiebreaker” rule.  Each half inning begins with the last batted out to complete an at bat in the prior inning at second base and no (zero) outs.  Each team bats until 3 outs or the home team scores to take the lead.
d. There will be no time limit for the championship game. These games will be played to completion.  There will be a coin flip for the Championship Game!
e. The higher seeded team (from their respective pool) will be the home team. If teams are seeded the same, the umpire will determine who calls the coin toss to determine the home team.

f. Director reserves the right to modify or change any of these rules due to inclement weather.

4. Parking 
a.  Armstrong Park – IF YOU ARE PLAYING AT ARMSTRONG 6 – THERE IS PARKING CLOSER TO FIELD AT ROY DESHANE GRADE SCHOOL LOCATED OFF KUHN ROAD TO MOHICAN (EAST) FOLLOW AROUND (NORTH) TO CHIPPEWA TRAIL YOU WILL SEE THE SCHOOL AND PARKING FROM THERE PARK ON EAST SIDE OF SCHOOL NEXT TO FIELD 6.  IF YOU PARK AT THE ARMSTRONG PARKING LOT, WE APOLOGIZE FOR THE WALK AND IF ANYONE, NEEDS ASSISTENCE PLEASE LET US KNOW AHEAD OF TIME AND WE WILL HAVE A GOLF CART BRING THEM TO THE FIELDS – THERE IS A PATH TO WALK ON.
Any team playing at ARM 6 (Armstrong 6) this is where you will want to park as well; it’s next to that field.
